Minutes of September 7, 2011 meeting 
Held in the Health & Human Services Building 

          
The meeting was called to order at 9:32 am by Michelle Blackford, Chair, with Dave Preston, 
as Recording Secretary. Present were Holly George, Elliott Smart, Bob Perreault, Craig 
Settlemire, Joe Wilson, Dave Preston, Keith Mahan, Dora Mitchell, Kathy Williams, 
Michelle Blackford, Randy Wilson, Chuck Leonhardt, John Cunningham and Scott Lawson. 
Kathy Williams introduced new County Librarian Dora Mitchell to the group. 

 
Additions to the Agenda 
At the request of Bob Perreault an Item to discuss the PCMC Agenda creation was added. 
 
Approval of September 7, 2011 Agenda 
Joe Wilson made a motion for approval of the agenda as amended, Chuck Leonhardt 
seconded the motion. 

 
Approval of July 6, 2011 Minutes 
Bob Perreault noted that the minutes should be changed to indicate that during his 
presentation it should say “someone” in place of the Auditor being personally named. Dave 
Preston made a note that the adjournment time of “11:30ish” is not accurate (Note added by 
M. Blackford: the exact time of the July 6th meeting adjournment was not remembered by 
anyone present, so the July 6th minutes will not be changed). A motion to approve the 
minutes as amended was made by Joe Wilson and seconded by Bob Perreault. 

 
Sharon Reinert joined the meeting at 9:49 bringing in coffee and snacks. 
 
Volunteer Policy:   
Craig Settlemire, County Counsel presented his draft policy on the use of volunteer help 
within County departments. Craig stated that many other Counties were polled on their 
handling of the use of volunteers and that this policy uses one from Placer County as a 
template. Craig said his main concerns were liability and safety and reminded department 
heads that volunteers are to be covered by workers compensation. Craig asked for input on 
his draft policy. There were many comments and concerns on the workability of the policy 
and the structure of the approval process. Craig asked that all requests for changes be 
submitted to him within the next week as he is targeting the 9/20/2011 Board meeting to 
present the policy for approval by the Board.
