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End of the Blueprint

This Tuesday, Governor Newsom announced plans to terminate the “Blueprint for a Safer Economy”
- California’s system of color-coded COVID-19 risk tiers—by June 15, on two conditions: that the
supply of vaccine is sufficient for all adults who want it; and that rates of COVID-19 hospitalization
are stable and low.

The Blueprint has helped to keep Californians safe, but the retirement of its complex layers of rules
and restrictions will surely be welcome news. The Governor has said that everyday activities will be
able to resume and businesses can be open with ‘common-sense public health measures,”
including masking, but there isn't much information yet about what else might come after the
Blueprint. It seems likely, however, that more control will come back to local health jurisdictions.
To ensure we all stay healthy and on track to send the Blueprint into retirement, it's important to
continue taking simple precautions--wearing a mask and practicing social distancing--and to get
vaccinated when you are eligible. We are almost there and just need to stay the course a little
longer!

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Fin del Plan para una Economia mds Segura

Este Martes, el Gobernador Newsom anuncio planes para terminar el "Plan para una economia
mas segura’, el sistema de California de niveles de riesgo COVID-19 codificados por colores, para el
15 de junio, con dos condiciones: que el suministro de vacuna sea suficiente para todos los adultos
que deseen eso; y que las tasas de hospitalizacion por COVID-19 sean estables y bajas.

El Plan ha ayudado a mantener seguros a los californianos, pero el retiro de sus complejas capas
de reglas y restricciones seguramente sera una buena noticia. El Gobernador ha dicho que las
actividades diarias podran reanudarse y las empresas podran abrirse con "medidas de salud
publica de sentido comun®, incluido el enmascaramiento, pero aun no hay mucha informacion
sobre qué mas podria venir después del Plan. Sin embargo, parece probable que las jurisdicciones
sanitarias locales vuelvan a tener mas control.
