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Exiting the Blueprint for a Safer Economy

Last month, the Governor announced that the Blueprint for a Safer Economy, California’s COVID-19
business and sector plan, will be retired on June 15, 2021. He did not give much detail during his
announcement, nor did he give additional detail following the release of the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention recommendations for vaccinated individuals. Last week on May 21, 2021, he
finally offered some clarity to what we can expect come June 15, 2021.

Beginning June 15, California will fully reopen the economy, and the state will move beyond the
Blueprint for a Safer Economy. This means that all sectors listed in the current Blueprint Activities
and Business Tiers Chart may return to usual operations (with the limited exceptions noted below for
Mega Events which are pretty unlikely in Plumas County) based on the following general public
health recommendations:

El mes pasado, el gobernador anuncié que el Blueprint for a Safer Economy, el plan empresarial y
sectorial COVID-19 de California, se retirara el 15 de junio de 2021. No dio muchos detalles durante
su anuncio, ni dio detalles adicionales después de la publicacion de las recomendaciones de los
Centros para el Control y la Prevencion de Enfermedades para personas vacunadas.
